It means a student, pupil or a follower; a disciple is an individual who
learns from someone else. That is such a great concept. We should strive to
learn from others, particularly those that can aid us in avoiding some unneces-
sary pitfalls. Jesus commanded his disciples to continue that kind of relation-
ship, “Therefore, go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the
name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit,” (Matthew 28:19)
Jesus made it clear that it was not just about spreading the gospel, but that we
were making sure to guide and instruct those whose lives were transformed by
Jesus’ work and message. We need to be raising up a generation of disciplers.

However, | think we too often focus on raising disciples, or maybe even simply
followers. Rather than encouraging others to dig into the Word themselves and
investigate on their own, we try to hand to them ready made answers. It is so
important that we are teaching them to know how to interact with God and His
Word and not just to be familiar with it. It is a fine balance that we are required
to live-on one hand we need to be disciples ourselves, constantly learning and
seeking instruction.
